Differences between FOCUS_SWASH v1.1 and FOCUS_SWASH v2.1
Bug fixes and improvements are:

Shell (=model) 
(s1)
In v1.1 an error occurred when using SWASH v.1.1 on platforms with non-English versions of Windows.  For these Windows versions SWASH failed to update the PRZM project file (przm.prj). PRZM requires an English date format (i.e. dd-MMM-yyyy). However in some other language versions of Windows this date format is not a valid format. This bug has been solved. 

(s2)
In v1.1 an error occurred in assessments with a metabolite defined in SWASH v1.1 using the ‘Detailed’ option on the ‘Sorption’ tab page. SWASH did not transfer the correct Koc value. This bug has been eliminated.  

(s3)
After introducing a considerable number of substances or projects into the SWASH database, deleting some of these and next, re-creating some, error messages could occur. In v2.1 this type of problem has been solved by adding the option ‘Compact Database and Repair Database’ in the ‘File’ Menu of the SWASH interface. When these error messages occur, the user can select this option and this will eliminate the problem with the database. 

(s4)
In v1.1 the sequence of applications in the runs of a project were sometimes mixed up, i.e. the application numbers (and corresponding rates) at the left-hand lower part of the Applications Form in SWASH as well as in the SWASH report were not in the correct order. In v2.1 this type of problem has been solved by adding the option ‘Compact Database and Repair Database’ in the ‘File’ Menu of the SWASH interface. When these error messages occur, the user can select this option and this will eliminate the problem with the database. Note that anyhow FOCUS_TOXSWA v2.2.1 checks the order and will stop and warn the user when the order is not correct.
(s5)
In v2.1 the date of emergence and the date of harvest are listed for each crop on the ‘Crop’ tab of the screen “informs on predefined features of FOCUS Surface Water Scenarios’. 

(s6)
In v2.1 the Help menu in the SWASH interface has been improved by including a link to the FOCUS website, the SWASH website, the user manual for SWASH 2.1 and the e-mail address for user support. The contents of the Help have been corrected and improved. 

(s7) 
In v1.1 special characters, such as ‘é’ and ‘ü’ were allowed in the text fields of the project code and project name. The operator ‘+’ was allowed in the text field for the project code.  As the use of these characters in project names and project codes would cause problems when running MACRO or TOXSWA, they can no longer be used in the text fields for the project code and/or project name in SWASH v2.1. 
(s8)
We added the text ‘Metabolite has values of parent’ below the text ‘Wash-off factor from crop’ on the ‘Uptake and Wash-Off’ tab of the ‘Substances’ form in SWASH v2.1. Note however, that in both versions of SWASH, v1.1 and v2.1, the foliar wash-off coefficient of a metabolite has the default value of 0.05/mm (MACRO) or 0.5/cm (PRZM) for a newly created metabolite or the value of the parent when the parent has been copied to create the new metabolite. Please note that this coefficient is disabled in SWASH (both versions).
